Instructions for Use

Pre-Start Checks and Safety

e Check fuel tank is full of appropriate fuel and cap secures correctly or batteries
are charged

e Check for loose nuts, bolts and screws

e Make sure the Hedge Trimmer extension is attached correctly

e Make sure the job site is safe to operate especially for overhead electrical lines

e Check the work space for hidden wires or fencing

e  Make sure the trimmer teeth are sharp and working correctly

When Operating

e Use appropriate PPE

e Return the choke lever to OFF

e Open the throttle lever to FULL

e  Return the throttle lever to idle

e  Turn the engine switch to OFF

e Turn the fuel tap to OFF or remove battery
e Letthe unit cool down
